How about some tournament “specifics” up front to help make your planning 
easier? 

 
• Scores from both days will be counted for a Total Gross Score 

o There will be a 7 Stroke Improvement Rule 
• There will be separate flights for 

o Arm Amputees 
o Leg Amputees 
o Senior Amputees > 70 yoa 
o Junior Amputees < 17 yoa 
o Lady Amputees 
o Guests (Non-amputees) 

• Long Drive contests for all flights 
• Closest-to-the-Hole contests for all flights 
• Trophies and Prizes (no-one goes home empty handed!) 
• $10,000 “Hole in One” Prize 

 
First time this year!!!!!  
 Leg Amputee Champion will have his/her entry fee for the 2011 NAGA 
Championships paid by SWAGA. The Arm Amputee Champion will have his/her 
2011 NAGA Tournament entry fee paid by SWAGA  also. This is funded by a 
contribution from Waste Track Services, Inc. 
 
Basic rules: 

• “Blue” tee boxes will be used both days for most flights. 
• Championship Flight- “Blue” tee boxes first day, “Green” tee boxes second 

day 
• Senior Flight – “Stone” tee boxes both days 
• Juniors under 17 years – “Copper” tee boxes both days 
• Ladies – “Copper” tee boxes both days 
• You may improve your lie one club length, no closer to the hole; however, 

you cannot take a hazard, tree, bunker, etc. out of play. (If you don’t know 
what that means, ask!!) 

• Play the ball UP in the fairways (Can’t touch it in the rough) 
• In sand traps – Your choice to play from the trap or remove ball to nearest 

point where it entered the trap, no closer to the hole, without penalty 
• Putt out, no “Gimmies” 
• “Double Par” rule in effect 

 
Other rules, corrections or clarifications will be made on the first day of the 
tournament. 
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
